MAY LEAGUE EVENTS

LOW PUTTS:  On a separate card, record the number of putts per hole for each player.  The field will be divided into classes for this event.

TEE TO GREEN:  On a separate line, record the number of strokes per hole for each player from the tee to the putting surface.  The field will be divided into classes for this event.

JUNE LEAGUE EVENTS

TWO-GIRL SCRAMBLE:  Both players tee-off, the best shot is chosen.  Both players hit from that spot. Continue selecting the best shot until ball Is in the hole.  The team score is the total of the best shots.

PINK BALL:  One “pink” ball is provided for each 4-person team.  Full handicaps.  On a separate line, record your “team score” (low net of the “pink” ball player on that hole).  Rotate use of pink ball.  Player 1 on hole #1, player 2 on hole #2, and so on.   If the ball is lost, the team is out.

9/18 HOLE MIXER-2 GIRL SCRAMBLE:  See Two-Girl Scramble above.

4-GAL BEST BALL:  Golfers sign up in advance and are placed in foursomes by Golf Chairwomen with an A, B and C player in each group if possible.  Cards are pre-marked with full handicap.  The two lowest net scores are used on each hole. 

JULY LEAGUE EVENTS

PRESIDENT’S CUP:  One winner in this event.  Subtract your full handicap from your gross score.  Lowest net score wins.

2-GIRL SCOTCH:  Both players tee off and choose the best drive.  The player whose drive was not used will hit the 2nd shot for the team.  Continue to alternate shots until the ball is holed out.

BEAR CREEK SPECIAL:   Play in foursomes. Mark card with full handicaps.  On a separate line record your team score using one low net score on par 5’s, two low net scores on par 4’s and three low net scores on par 3’s.

AUGUST LEAGUE EVENTS

CHAMPIONSHIP:  Pairings made by handicaps.  Starting times will be assigned.   In the 1st round, Class A tees off first, then Class B, then Class C.  In the 2nd round, starting times are reversed.  There is a winner, a runner-up, and a low net in each class.  Low gross golfer from the first round of play is the “Medalist”.   Low combined gross for the 2 days is overall Club Champion.  In the event of a rain-out, championship play will automatically move to the following Thursday.

SEPTEMBER LEAGUE EVENTS

3 CLUBS AND A PUTTER:  Each player is limited to taking three (3) clubs (player’s choice) and one (1) Putter on the course to play.  Full handicaps are used.

CONSOLATION:  For those who have not won or placed in any event during the current season.  Golf Chairwomen will determine the type of tournament.

TWO-GAL BEST BALL:  One week event.  Golfers make their own team and sign up in advance.  Cards are marked with full handicaps.  The lowest net score is used on each hole.

9/18 HOLE MIXER:  Teams Play Ryder Cup Style
First 6 (3) holes – Straight Scramble  
Next 6 (3) holes – Better Ball:  Record the lower score 
Last 6 (3) Holes -  Scotch:  Both players tee off and choose the best drive.  The player whose drive was not used will hit the 2nd shot for the team. Continue to alternate shots until the ball is holed out.
